City Of Warsaw

Main Street lmprove-
ments

The city has received
two grants to make pe-
destrian and bicycle im-
provements on the North
Side of Main Street
from Kraft to Highway
65 right-of-way. The
roadway in this area
will be improved to in-
clude a center turn-lane,
on-street bike lanes,
sidewalks, way-finding
signage, curb and gut-
ter with enclosed storm
sewers and street light-
ing. The number of
commercial driveways
through this area of Main
Street warrants the addi-
tion of a center turn lane
to improve traffic flow
and pedestrian and bi-
cycle safety. The total
project is $1,439,066
Phase II Drinking Wa-
ter System Improve-
ments

Three years ago the city
received funding for the
second phase of water
main improvements. The
grant was $2,000,000
combined with a low in-
terest loan in the amount
of $1,248,000. The to-
tal project funding of
$3,248,000 is through
the MDNR Drinking
Water State Revolving
Fund.

The City of Warsaw’s
drinking water project
includes the replacement
of approximately 420
feet of 10-inch, 18,100
feet of 8-inch, 743 feet
of 6-inch, and 63 feet of
4-inch PVC water main.

These mains will re-
place aged cast iron
mains in 16 locations
throughout the city. Cur-
rently the project is 60%
complete.  Anticipated
completion is the Fall of
2023

The first phase was
completed in 2015 with
a combination grant and
low interest loan. The
grant was $750,000 with
the loan for $750,000
for a total project of
$1,500,000.

Drake Harbor Play-
ground
Last the

year city

opened the Phase
Steamboat playground.
The city is moving for-
ward with the Phase II
design that will double
the play area. It is antic-
ipated to start the project
by Fall of 2023.

Warsaw  Municipal
Airport Apron project

Currently, the city is de-
signing an apron expan-
sion. The design work
is funded with Non-Pri-
mary Entitlement funds.
The present apron is at
full capacity. This is due
to visitors and Chas Aero
aviation business that the
city recruited in 2016.
