Main Street improve-
ments

Early summer, the City
of Warsaw will advertise
bids to select a contrac-
tor to make roadway im-
provements on the North
Side of Main Street from
Hackberry to Highway
65 right-of-way. The
roadway in this area will
be improved to include
on-street bike lanes,
sidewalks, way-finding
signage, curb and gut-
ter with enclosed storm
sewers and decorative
street lighting.  Addi-
tionally, the number of
commercial driveways
through this area of Main
Street warrants the addi-
tion of a center turn lane
to improve traffic flow
and pedestrian and bi-
cycle safety. The total
project is estimated at
$1,439,066

Addressing the south
side of Main Street in
this same area from
Hackberry to the High-
way 65 right-of-way,
the City of Warsaw re-
ceived a $500,000 grant
to complete this side
with the same features
as the north side. Total
cost for this project is
$1,000,000. It is hoped
that the design work for
the south side will be
complete in time to ad-
vertise for bids about the
same time as the north
side is completing con-
struction.

So far, donations
of almost $30,000 has
been received.

Continuing the themed
Steamboat Phase I play-
ground, Phase II exposes
the entire family to our
riverfront heritage that
expresses our history and
natural wildlife of the
Osage River. This Phase
will have themed play
equipment tripling the
size of the current play

area and provide more
accessible play features
for our younger ages.
The equipment will im-
prove the overall mental
and physical health of
young people through
activity and social inter-
action. Outlets for phys-
ical activity allow kids to
release energy as well as
develop motor and mus-
cle skills through exer-
cise disguised as play.

The City of Warsaw has
received a 75% grant
from the Missouri De-
partment of Conserva-
tion to expand the current
parking lot that serves
the trails and recreation
area, plus build a new
restroom. The current
parking is consistently
full during the recreation
season. The expanded
parking area will double
the current parking.

The restroom will re-
place the current re-
stroom that sets next to
the boat trailer parking.
The men’s side will have
two toilets and two uri-
nals with four sinks. The
women will have four
toilets and four sinks. Be-

tween the restrooms will
be a mechanical/storage/
maintenance room.

The project is currently
in design and plans are
to advertise bids for con-
tractor’s midsummer of
this year. The project is
estimated at $484,303.

RAISE Grant

After
13 attempts, in 2023 the
city received a nearly
$25 million dollar no
match RAISE grant for
constructing Complete
Streets on Main, Jackson
and Commercial Streets.
In about four years, our
youth and families will
be able to safely bicy-
cle or walk on streets
that have bicycle lanes
and sidewalks to Drake
Harbor Recreation Area.
This is will provide con-
nectivity throughout our
community by this inno-
vative approach. An ex-
ample is,

. Drake Harbor is
directly connected to the
back of the downtown.

. East side of
downtown are the resi-
dential and commercial
areas of Warsaw.

. Four blocks
from the downtown is
the North Elementary
School. In good weath-
er, the school frequents
Drake Harbor with their
students.

All these will be con-
nected by the Complete
Streets. This approach
will encourage use of a
much safer route from all
areas of Warsaw. An ear-
ly example of this will be
the Main Street project
described at the begin-
ning of this article. Once
completed next year, it
will be an exact example
of the Complete Street
approach that will be
constructed on the three
primary roadways.
