“It’s a commitment so 
we’re expecting a lot from 
them and we give a lot of 
work to them.

Once the train-
ers feel confident in their 
abilities and discipline, 
then they can go out on 
calls. 

“It’s good to see them 
evolve and become func-
tioning and respectful 
adults-it’s really a hum-
bling experience to see 
that come to fruition.”

Ghosts of Gray County Wins Third 
Consecutive Best Local Band

Since the band’s for-

mation, Ghosts of Gray 
County has taken the 
music scene in the Texas 
Panhandle by storm, win-
ning the best local band 
three years in a row.

For anyone whose ears 
have been graced with 
their sound can tell you 
that no song sounds the 
same and whatever mood 
you’re in, they’ve got 
what you need.

Started a little over 
three years ago, the band 
was formed rather quick-
ly with each member 
bringing their own special 
touch and style to make 
a sound that falls under 
country, blues, and alter-
native rock, just to name 
a few and not in that par-
ticular order.

Lead vocalist, Taylor 
Patterson and drummer, 
Brad Barrow formed a 
friendship in high school 
while playing sports and 
marching band together. 
After graduation, Taylor 
went off to college and 
was experimenting with 
acoustics when he moved 
back to Pampa and got in 
touch with Jerred Tibbets, 
the rhythm guitarist, who 
was also playing acous-
tics in small venues and 
he and Taylor would often 
swap songs.

Taylor would also get in 
touch with Brad and in-
vite him to a jam session, 
and although Brad didn’t 
have a drum set at the 
time, he still joined in and 
tapped on the floor with 
sticks. The rest is history.

For a year and a half, the 
band consisted of Taylor 
and Jerred on acoustics 
and Brad on the drums 
until a little later on they 
brought along lead guitar-
ist, Grant Fithen and bass-
ist, Mason Earle, com-
pleting the band.

In the beginning, Brad 
says they started playing 
nearly all country music 
in local bars, but it didn’t 
take long before they 
amped up their sound and 
they built a reputation for 
being a band that had to 
be seen live and heard 
loud, earning them bigger 
gigs in bigger venues.

When asked what their 
musical style would be 
considered, Brad didn’t 
even have to think about 
it: “Southern grunge,” he 
said with a smile on his 
face.

“We’ve got bluesy gui-
tar licks, but also really 
distorted electric drop 
tuning. A lot of Alice in 
Chains, Seether-style but 
then you have other in-
fluences. Taylor our lead 
singer, has a great voice 
and he just has this South-
ern twang. I don’t think 
we all knew what kind of 
music we wanted to play. 
But all of us together sit-
ting in a studio and the 
time being together, it just 
morphed into what it is. 
I truly believe we don’t 
sound like anyone else.”

Aside from touring 
across Texas, Oklahoma, 
New Mexico and Colora-
do, they’ve also released 
several singles, many of 
which will be coming out 

later this year.  
“I want to be regional, 

but the end-all, be-all is 
touring nationally and 
across the world,” Brad 
said. “It’s coming, I be-
lieve it! But for now, I just 
want to garner a fan base 
here locally.”

Being voted best local 
band for three years in a 
row, it certainly sounds 

like they’ve already built 
up an impressive fan base. 

As they’ve continued 
to tour and release new 
music, their experience 
and confidence has grown 
since their formation and 
Brad looks back at those 
days with a humble point 
of view.

“I can say wholeheart-
edly that everybody in 

the band is ten times the 
musician they were when 
we started this and it’s 
just experience. Just this 
year so far, we’ve already 
played 45 differet things, 
and we’re not done,” Brad 
said. “I truly believe that 
you don’t have to be the 
greatest musician, but if 
you put the time into your 
craft, your craft will re-

ward you. It doesn’t mat-
ter what you’re doing.”
